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Inheritance Adoptions Appeal Process

An Applicant becomes a client after the Formal Application and application fee is received
by Inheritance Adoptions and a letter has been mailed to them from Inheritance Adoptions
accepting their application. The agency accepts written application from the general
population through the Formal Application unless prior to that time, the agency is made
aware that the applicant does not meet the qualifications as defined in the Eligibility
Requirements. The agency-client relationship is established after the Formal Application
has been reviewed by staff of Inheritance Adoptions and a letter has been sent to the
applicants confirming their acceptance for applying for adoption through Inheritance
Adoptions.

A foster parent becomes a client when the home study has been done and approved for
foster care through Inheritance Adoptions.

A birth parent becomes a client a the point the birth parent signs the Placement Agreement.
The agency-client relationship continues until the birth parent chooses not to work with the
agency or the agency informs the birth parent that it cannot continue to work with him/her.

To appeal a decision, the client should first contact the Child Placing Director or the Executive Director of the
agency to discuss the matter. I f the client is not satisfied after the discussion, the appeal may be made as
follows:

Upon written request addressed to the Board of Directors, Inheritance Adoptions, P.O. Box 2563, Wichita Falls,
Texas, 76307-2563, any client may appeal a decision made to the agency applicable to the client. The board
will consider the request and make a decision. The decision will be communicated in writing to the client. If
the client wishes to request a personal interview with the Board after receiving the decision, one will be
arranged between the child and the Board. The decision of the Board is final.

All birth parents, adoptive applicants and foster parent applicants shall receive a copy of this policy before the
agent-client relationship is established.
